Test Your Tax Knowledge: Quiz

Topic 1: Do I Need to File Ohio Taxes?
1. What is one reason you may want to file an Ohio Income Tax return if you have already determined you are not required to file?

You may be eligible for a refund if your employer withheld taxes for the state of Ohio from your pay. 

2. How can you find out what school district you live in and whether it is taxing or not?
You can visit tax.ohio.gov and use The Finder to type in your address. It will provide the name and school district number and whether it is taxing or not, and if taxing, it will show the rate. 

3. What statement does your employer send you by January 31 following the tax year that is important for filing your taxes?

You will receive either a 1099 or W-2. Both will have your income amounts paid to you by your employer. A 1099 may or may not show withholding for state taxes, a W-2 may show withholding for state taxes.

4. Name 3 benefits to electronically filing your tax return using the I-file system at tax.ohio.gov.

1. It is fast and secure; the tax department usually receives the return within 24-48 hours. 

2. It is free; there is no charge to any person regardless of income level. 

3. You have the option to direct deposit your refund into a bank account of your choice. This greatly reduces the amount of time you have to wait to receive your money. A paper check may take 6-8 weeks to process, where direct deposit may be processed as early as 10-14 business days.
