John is a military member who earned $27,854 while stationed outside of Ohio for active duty. His state of residence is Ohio but he moved to Virginia in April for his assignment.

Box 17: OH Taxes W/H - $1069.98
John will file using a 2015 Universal IT 1040 return as a full year Ohio resident.  John’s home of record with the military is Ohio.  John will file as a full year resident in Ohio regardless of the fact that he was stationed in Virginia due to military orders.  He will need to use the Ohio Schedule A, line 24, to report his income that was earned outside of Ohio due to military orders.
NOTE:

***Under most circumstances, you are required to keep records for four years from the date that the tax is due or the date that the taxes were filed, whichever is later.  However, it is strongly recommended that you maintain your w2’s, 1099’s indefinitely.
