Do I Have To File an Ohio Income Tax Return?

You have to file an Ohio tax return if you...

* Had Ohio income tax withheld.

* Are due an Ohio income tax refund.

* Are single, under age 65, AND your Federal Adjusted Gross Income is $3.850 or more.
* Are single, over age 65, AND your Federal Adjusted Gross Income is $8,350 or more.

As a single filer, you do not have to file an Ohio tax retarn if...

* Your only source of income is retirement income which is eligible for the Retirement Income Credit and the
credit is the same or larger than your tax.

* Your tax per the tax table is zero.

Which Ohio Tax Form Should I Use?

Ohio has two tax forms that can be used to fulfill your Chio filing obligation. It may be to your benefit to use the standard
Form I'T-1040 if you have any Ohio adjustments or credits. The most commonly used Ohio adjustments and credits are list-
ed below. For further explanation, please read the IT-1040 instruction booklet.

Ohio additions to income— :
* Non-Ohio state or local government interest and dividends
*  Accumulation distribution from a complex trust.

Ohio deductions from income—

* Federal interest and dividends

* State or municipal income tax refunds included in your income on line 1.

* Disability and survivorship benefits.

* Social security benefits and tier 1 and 2 tier dual and supplemental railroad retirement benefits.

Ohio credits—

Political contributions credit.

Retirement income credit,

Lump sum retirement income credit.
Senior citizen’s credit.

Job training credit for displaced workers.

When and Where do I File?

File on or before April 13, 1998 for calendar year 1997. Returns for other tax periods are due on the 15th day of the fourth
month fellowing the close of your taxable year.

When Do I use the Voter Registration Form in this Booklet?

If you are a resident of Ohio and you are not currently registered to vote, you may use the voter registration form included
in this booklet to register. You may also use the form to change your Ohio voter registration address or to change your name
if you are already registered to vote.

* If you need to complete the registration form, detach the registration form in the booklet, complete all of the information

and sign the form, Fold the registration form in half so that the pre-addressed side is on the outside. Then place a 32¢ stamp
ot the form in the place provided and mail in the form.

CAUTION: DO NOT ENCLOSE YOUR VOTER REGISTRATION FORM WITH YOUR TAX RETURN.

What If a Taxpayer Has Died?

If a taxpayer died before filing a return for 1997, the taxpayer’s personal representative may have to file and sign a return
for the person who died. A personal representative can be the executor, adminisirator, or anyone who is in charge of the
deceased person’s property.

* Use the same form and filing status that the taxpayer would have used if living.

* In the name and address arca, write “DECEASED” and the date of death after the persen’s first name.

Claiming a refund for a deceased person: If you are a court appointed representative, file the return and attach a copy of
the certificate that shows your appointment. All other filers must attach a copy of Federal Form 1310,

Caution: We cannot rewrite a decedent’s refund check (i.e. payable to the estate of the decendent or to add an execu-
tor’s name).

Can Dependent Children Claim Themselves if They File Their Own
Tax Return?

Yes, Ohio law differs from federal law by permitting dependents who are claimed on their parent’s tax returns to claim
themselves on their own Ohio return.

What if I Want a Receipt to Prove That I Paid?

Your cancelled check may be used as proof of payment, If you make payment with a money order, be sure to keep a copy
for your records.

What if I Need More Time to File?

If you need more time to file your Ohio return, you must qualify for an extension of time to file your federal income tax
return. To find out how to obtain an extension of time to file your federal income tax return, see the instructions for the
U.S. Individual Income Tax Return (IRS Form 1040). If you qualify for and obtain a federal extension of time to file, then
you automatically have the same extension of time for filing your Ohio return. However, you must attach to your Ohio
return a copy of the IRS automatic extension (IRS Formn 4868) and if you have requested even more time to file beyond the
automatic extension, the IRS notice granting you further time to file.

CAUTION: An extension of time to file does not give you an extension of time to pay.

If you qualify for and elect to take a federal and Ohio extension of time to file your tax return, you must pay your Ohio
income tax by April 15, 1998, Ohic Form IT-40P should accompany your payment. Be sure you write your social securi-
ty number on your check and the phrase “1997 IT-40 P Payment”. You must file a standard Form IT-1040 to claim the IT-
40 P payment.

You will owe interest and could owe penalties on any amount of the 1997 tax which you do not pay by April 15, 1998 —
even if you qualify for and elect to take a federal extension of time to file. See “Do I Owe Penalties and Interest?”.

Do I Owe Penalties and Interest?

A failure to file penalty, the greater of $50 per month up to a2 maximum of $500, or 5% per month up to a maximum of
50% of the tax, will be charged if you fail to file your Ohio Income Tax Return by the due date unless the due date is

-extended by a federal extension.

A failure to pay penalty of double the interest will be applied if you do not pay the fuli amount of tax by April 15, 1998.
However, this penalty may not apply if you obtained a federal extension of time to file and line 3 of Form IT-1040EZ equals
or exceeds 90% of line 2 of this form.

In all cases, interest will be charged from the date the tax should have been paid (April 15, 1998) until the date of payment.
An additional bad check charge may be imposed against any taxpayer whose taxes are paid with a check that is returned to
us unpaid by the bank.

The interest rate for 1997 and for 1998 is 9%.

May I Round to the Nearest Dollar?

Yes, you may may. In rounding off to the nearest whole dollar, drop any cents less than 50 cents. Increase amounts from

‘50 cents to 99 cents to the next whole dollar,

What Tax Records Do I Need to Keep?

Keep a copy of your completed income tax return. Also, keep copies of any papers you used to prepare your fax return.
Keep these records for at least four years from the later of the filing due date or the date you filed your return.

Your tax return may be audited by the Department of Taxation. If it is, you must be able to prove all claims and items list-
ed on your return.

Do I Have to Pay Estimated Tax in 1998?
You must pay estimated tax if your 1998 tax after withholding will be more than $300,
If you are required to pay estimated tax, file a 1998 Ohio Estimated Income Tax Return (Form IT-1040ES). You can get
this form from one of the offices listed on the back of this booklet.
CAUTION: 1998 estimated tax payments are due on April 15, 1998, June 15, 1998, September 15, 1998 and January
15, 1999,
If you don’t want to make estimated payments, you may increase the amount of state tax your employer withholds from
your wages so that your 1998 tax after withholding is less than $300. File a tevised Form IT-4 (Employee Withholding
Exemption Certificate) with your employer.

What if I Am In the Military?

If you are an Ohio resident, your military pay is taxed by Ohio even if you spent 110 time in Ohio during 1997. If you
joined the armed forces from Ohio, you are an Ohio resident until you establish residency in another state.
* You can still file Form IT-1040EZ if you meet all eight requirements listed on the back of Form IT-1040EZ.

If you are not an Ohio resident but are stationed in Ohio on military orders, Ohio does not tax your military pay. Ohio

does tax other income carned in Ohio by you. For example, income earned from a separate, non-military Ohio job is tax-

able by Ohio.

* Since you are not a resident of Ohio, you cannot use Form IT-1040EZ. If you determine that you must file an Chio
return, you must use the standard Form IT-1040.

What if I Need to Correct my Income Tax Return After I Mail It?

Any change or correction to your return can be made by filing an Amended Ohio Income Tax Return (Form IT-1040X).
You can get this form off the Internet (see page 2 letter) or by contacting one of the offices listed on the back of this book-
let. If you correct your federal income tax return or if you are audited by the Internal Revenue Service, you must file Ohio
Form IT-1040X within 60 days of the final determination of the federal change.

CAUTION: The Internal Revenue Service tells us about all changes it makes to your federal return. To avoid penal-
ities, be sure to file your Ohio amended return within 60 days of the final determination of the federal change,

Certain Ohio school districts have an additional income tax. These school districts are marked with an asterisk (*) on pages
12 to 14 in this booklet. If you lived in one of these districts during all or part of 1997, you must file an Ohio School dis-
trict Income Tax Return (Form SD-100).

* The amount of 1997 Ohio tax withheld (line 3) was less

If you owe an interest penalty, you may choose to have us
calculate the interest penalty for you and we will send you a
bill.

Volunteer Tax Assistance Program (VITA) and Tax Counseling for the Elderly (TCE)

These programs help clder, disabled, low-income and non-English speaking people fill in their state and federal
returns. For locations in your area, call the Internal Revenue Service at 1-800-829-1040. If you received an QOhio
and/or Federal income tax package in the mail, take them with you when you go for help.

Federal Privacy Act

The Privacy Act says that when we ask you for information, we
must first tell you our legal right to ask for the information, why
we are asking for it, and how we will use the information. We
must also tell you what could happen if we do not receive it, and
whether your response is voluntary, reqguired to obtain a bene-
fit, or mandatory under the law.

This notice applies to all papers you file with us, including this
fax return. It also applies to any questions that we need to ask
you, so we can complete, correct or process your return, figure
your tax, and collect tax interest and penaities.

Qur legal right to ask for information is Ohio Revised Code sec-
tion 5747.08(F). This section says that you must file a return or
statement with us for any tax for which you are liable and that
you must show your social security number on what you file.
This is 50 we know who you are and can process your returmns
and papers. You must fill in all parts of the tax form that apply to
you.

We ask for tax return information to carry out Ohio's income tax
laws. We need this information to figure and collect the right
amount of tax. We may give this information to the Internal
Revenue Service, the Ohic Attorey General, tax agencies in
other cities, the U.S. Department of Justice, and other federal
agencies as provided by law.

If you do not file a return, do not provide the information that we
ask for, or provide fraudulent information, the faw says that you
may be charged penalties, and in certain cases you may be
subject to criminal prosecution. We may also have to disallow
the exemptions, exclusions, credits, deductions cr adjustments
shown on the tax return. This could make the tax higher or delay
any refund. Interest and penalty may also he charged.

Keep this notice with your records. It may help you if we ask for
further information. If you have any questions about the rules for
filing or giving information, please call or visit any of our offices
listed above.
